	White blood cells are smaller than red blood cells and don’t have a nucleus or other organelles.

	There are 5 types of WBCs including neutrophils, eosinophils, basophils, monocytes, and lymphocytes.

	
	
	
	The clotting process restricts the size of the damaged area, making it easier for the clotting components to make repairs.
