Instructor:  Ms. Redding

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Human Anatomy and Physiology refines the basic concepts which were introduced in Biology and extends into the structure and function of the human body.  The course will deal with cytology, histology, human genetics, and the systems of the body including the integumentary, skeletomuscular, cardiovascular, respiratory, digestive, excretory, nervous, endocrine/lymphatic, and reproductive systems.  Laboratory skills related to the biological and medical professions, plus the necessary technical vocabulary will be stressed.
